Driving looks easy – but it can be dangerous!

Sussex, NB – “She’s good; she’s very good,” said Marion Morrison of Mt. Hebert, NB, referring to clinician Robin Groves. Groves was in Sussex May 12th and 13th to instruct at an equestrian training clinic held at the Princess Louise Park Show Centre.

Saturday’s focus was on driving techniques while Sunday’s classes were for mounted riders. Groves has been coming to New Brunswick for several years to conduct these annual training sessions. The week-end event is sponsored by the New Brunswick Morgan Horse Club and the Hampton Driving Club.

Robin Groves is multi-talented and respected for her general horse training knowledge. She has coached the United States Endurance Team for the past eight years and prepared them for the World Equestrian Games in Aachen, Germany, last August. She and her husband, Wilson, own a 10-acre training facility in Vermont where they start young horses for both riding and driving. 

Celebrating her 62nd birthday during the week-end, Groves said her approach to clinics is “like a doctor working under the Hippocratic Oath: do no harm. I like to work on something specific with each driver / rider and leave them with at least one thing they have learned and can use at home to improve.” Groves uses a building blocks approach. Those who’ve taken repeated clinics with her are amazed at her memory of at what level their horses were when she last saw them. “I like to return on a consistent schedule so that clinic participants can progress each time. I can keep putting out if I get back through the students’ progress.”

“Driving looks easy, but it’s actually very dangerous. If the horse is not properly trained and exposed to a variety of situations, the driver or the horse can easily be hurt,” she concluded.
