112 horses invaded Sussex, NB, for the week-end Highland Classic (Quarter Horse) Horse Show at the                               Princess Louise Park Show Centre

Sussex, NB – June 25, 2007 – “This is the largest turn-out of competitors we’ve ever had for our first show of the season,” said Wayne Wilson, a member of the Show Committee of the show’s sponsoring organization, the Maritime Quarter Horse Association. Organizers were delighted to have a three percent increase in the number of competitors attending the show this year.

People came from throughout the Maritimes and the North Eastern United States to participate in a wide variety of classes.
