It will be a colourful end to the month with the Paint Horse Show August 31 – September 2. On Saturday night, September 1st, there will be a Reining Horse competition in conjunction with the Paint Horse Show.

If you think you’re seeing spots during the annual Atlantic International Balloon Fiesta, don’t worry – it’s the Appaloosa Horse show on September 8-9. While you are in the PLP Show Centre, stop into Building #3 to learn about forestry at the Fundy Model Forest display.

Mid-month in September will see the fourth and final Quarter Horse show for the season. The next week the cattle move in with the annual Sussex Holstein Show and Sale Tuesday through Thursday followed by the New Brunswick Beef Expo on Friday through Sunday.

Draft horses will be back on the last week-end of September in a show sponsored by the NB Percheron Association. Then, the show season wraps up on Thanksgiving week-end with a final dressage show.
